If rain
causes the tournament to be cancelled prior to the start of play on Friday, fees
will be returned.

If teams are tied for one of the top two slots from a pool, the following guidelines
will be used to determine the finalists:

If run differential cannot determine a winner, we will use
these factors, in order, until a winner is determined: runs allowed, runs
scored, coin toss.

6) On Sunday, there will be no Speed Up Rules. Pitchers and Catchers will
run for themselves and Pitchers must pitch while administering an
intentional walk.

7) There will be NO re-entry for any player. In case of an injury and no player
is available. The opposing manager may select a player to take the place of
the injured player.

8) Any player ejected for fighting will be ejected for the remainder of the
tournament.

9) Please have your players on the bench retrieve foul balls on their respective
side of the field.
